Behaviour Policy

When managing children’s behaviour I will seek to encourage good behaviour by:
· Setting clear boundaries for children’s behaviour and sharing these with parents.
· Giving praise and encouragement when children live up to expectations. 

· Setting good examples. 
· Being fair and consistent. 

· Encouraging children to share and take turns.

· Distracting or re-directing children’s activities if necessary. 

· Encouraging responsibility. 

· Talking to children about any undesirable behaviour and explaining why it is unacceptable.

· Working with both children and carers to find constructive solutions

In accordance with NCMA guidelines I will not smack, slap or frighten or humiliate a child in my care but will take a positive approach to behaviour management.

When managing behaviour I will consider each individual child’s age, level of understanding and any changes in the child’s circumstances both at home and whilst in my care.
A child's behaviour will not be acceptable if it is:
· Dangerous either to the individual child or anyone else.
· Hurtful, offensive or inconsiderate to others.
· Likely to wilfully damage property. 

House Rules

· We do not swear, call each other names, fight or deliberately hurt anyone else.

· We eat and drink at the table or in the high chair to help keep the house clean and to avoid accidents.

· We keep the air free from smoke. 

· We are kind to each other.

· We take care of the toys, furniture and other equipment.
