Emergency Evacuation Drill

Downstairs

If I become aware of a fire/gas leak etc. downstairs I will:

1. Call the children to me in a calm voice and check that all children are present.

2. Decide which exit from the house is safest to use.

3. Explain calmly that we need to leave the house (like we have practised before.).

4. If safe to do so, I will leave via the front door leading the children. I would carry any babies or small children and shut the front door behind us.

5. We would go to a neighbour’s house to phone for help.

6. If unable to exit through the front door we would use the back door to exit.

7. I would lead the children calmly through the kitchen to the back door out of the conservatory.

8. The back door, back gate and side gate keys are hanging at adult height beside the back door.

9. We would exit through the back door closing but not locking it behind us.

10. We would walk out of the back gate and around to the front of the house by unlocking both the rear and side gates. Again we would close but not lock the gates behind us.

11. We would then calmly walk to a neighbour’s house to summon help

Upstairs
Only the bathroom area will be accessible upstairs. If a fire or gas leak occurs when we are upstairs then I would follow steps 1 to 5 of the downstairs drill, leaving via the front door, if safe to do so.

However if the stairs or downstairs hall is unsafe the bottom window in the rear bedroom opens and can be used as an emergency exit. The window key is hanging at adult height on the right hand side of the window. I will:

1. Check all children are present and in a calm voice explain we are going to leave.

2. Throw bedding from the airing cupboard onto the conservatory roof.

3. Climb out of the window onto the roof myself and then lift each child out of the window; placing them on a safe area of the roof near the box gutter.

4. Once everyone is on the roof I will close the window and throw the bedding down into my neighbour’s garden as a soft landing for us.

5. I will lower each child into the next-door garden before climbing over myself.

6. I will shout for help from a safe place in the neighbour’s garden.

I will carry my mobile phone with me at all times, to enable calls to the Emergency Services and to enable contact with parents/carers.
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
