Sickness and Health Policy and Procedures

Sickness

· If your child becomes ill whilst in my care, I will make them as comfortable as possible, isolate them from the other children if necessary and reassure them. I will contact you immediately and continue to care for your child until you arrive.

· I will contact you if one of my own children is not well, inform you of the illness/symptoms and if I am able to work. This then allows you to make an informed decision as to whether to bring your child or not.

· Children with infectious diseases should be kept away for a minimum period.  This is to minimise the risk of cross infection.  Children with coughs and colds are not excluded as long as they are not very unwell (e.g. needing to sleep all the time/needing my full attention). The exclusion times for infectious diseases are:

	· Chicken Pox
	5 days from onset of rash

	· German Measles (rubella)
	4 days from onset of rash

	· Impetigo
	Until lesions are healed/crusted

	· Salmonella
	6 days

	· Scarlet Fever
	5 days from start of antibiotics

	· Diarrhoea / vomiting
	24 hours after recovery

	· Whooping Cough
	5 days from start of antibiotics

	· Mumps
	5-9 days or until swelling goes down

	· Jaundice
	7 days from onset of illness

	· Conjunctivitis
	Until eyes are clear

	· Head lice
	Do not exclude but must be treated immediately

	· Swine Flu
	Until the flu symptoms have gone


 

Sun Protection

I will work in partnership with you to ensure that your child is protected from the sum. I will need you to provide me with:

· Sun Cream suitable for your child (high factor)

· Sun hat (preferably a legionnaires hat to protect the neck)

· A thin top/cardigan/tshirt with long sleeves

I will ensure that your child uses the sun cream that you have provided and wears the hat. I will also avoid spending prolonged periods of time outdoors during the hottest part of the day. 

Your signature on the summary schedule agrees the sickness policy and gives me permission to apply the sun cream you have provided.
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
